But who wants to spend hours pushing a gas-guzzling, pollution causing, lawn mower on their day off from work?  Don’t you wish that you could enjoy your weekends barbequing, playing ball, and relaxing in your backyard while your grass takes care of itself?  The LawnBott is the most sophisticated robotic mower in the world and makes that dream a reality.   
LawnBott is a gas-free, robotic lawnmower that uses a flat blade to mulch grass as it cuts it - mowing and fertilizing the lawn all at once to reduce the need for lawn chemicals. Programmable in six different languages, LawnBott can be set for up to three zones such as a front, side or backyards to trim grass for 3-4 hours in a single charge on a weekly schedule, daily, or as often as you see fit. It automatically returns to its home when the job is done to recharge. The LawnBott literally takes care of itself and your lawn for you.
2009 brings new LawnBott models that all feature a new chassis and upgraded motherboard with an electronic inclinometer that automatically turns off the blade in 1.5 seconds after it detects a 30 degree incline and offers a more precise operation on slopes. An additional blade guard around the circumference of the blade also protects it from possible obstacles in the yard.  And a new standard blade modulation feature determines resistance against the blades of grass to conserve battery power and extends runtime. 
The new limited release, LawnBott LB1200 Spyder won 1st prize at the European outdoor show, GAFA for 2008 Most Innovative Product for being the first and only robotic mower that doesn’t require a perimeter wire – the patented sensors actually sense when the LB1200 Spyder is on grass and when it needs to be cut to maintain a desired height.  When the LB1200 Spyder approaches walkways, curbs, patios, herb gardens, and flowerbeds it simply reverses its direction and continues to mow up to 5,500 sq. ft. of lawn, managing slopes up to 27º.  The LB1200 Spyder is the simplest to use.  Just place it down on the grass, turn it on, and walk away.  With simple On and Off buttons, there is no programming to worry about, simply turn on the LB1200 Spyder when you want it to cut and sit back and relax. ($1,399.00 MSRP)
Fully improved with a new motherboard and software, the upgraded LB2110 has a new chassis necessary to house the larger Nm40 torque wheel motors for a more powerful operation and 25,000 sq. ft. of coverage. The LB2110 also features a new wheel and tread design for better traction to handle the increased power, all with a more modern look. The additional perimeter blade guard makes it a safer operating mower and serves to protect the blade from damage when obstacles are encountered in the yard. The new blade modulation feature will help reduce blade speed when grass conditions permit and help conserve the battery power. ($1,999.00 MSRP)

The new LawnBott LB 2150 features new software enhancements and a Lithium-ion battery, making it almost half the weight of its cousin- the LB2110, and also includes more powerful wheel motors and a longer runtime. With a larger cutting capacity that uses clean renewal energy and blade modulation that determines resistance against the blade of grass to conserve battery power, maintaining any yard is now made simple. ($2,249.00 MSRP)
Based on LawnBott’s best seller for three years, the upgraded LB3210 Evolution is the only robotic mower with Adaptive Programming Technology. Decide what areas you want trimmed and set up to four different cutting zones, perfect for those intricate yard shapes. Its learning computer actually reprograms itself to adapt to the cutting requirements of your yard. This not only conserves battery life and lengthens the durability of the electric motors, it also contributes to a healthier looking lawn. The improved model comes fully equipped with new chassis, larger and more powerful wheel motors, wheels, tread design, blade guard, motherboard, blade modulation, and the ability to cover 33,000 sq. ft. of lawn. ($2,799.00 MSRP)
The new LB3250 has all of the features of the LB3210 with the addition of a second Lithium-ion battery for improved performance between charges and comes with a new chassis which allows it to maintain up to one and a quarter-acres of yard.  ($3,099.99 MSRP)
Utilizing two lithium-ion batteries to propel its powerful motors, the upgraded flagship LB3500 will leave the docking station at its programmed time to navigate slopes up to 27º and maintain a large yard area up to 40,000 sq. ft. and will return home to recharge when it’s done mowing or when the battery runs low.  The new software for this model will help maintain larger yards, up to a two-acre lot. An added electronic compass helps keep it in a straight line when traversing against slopes so every spot is trimmed regardless of any incline. Also, the rear grab handle is touch sensitive and will shut off in one second if touched. Safety and security is unparalleled and taken a step further with a higher sensitivity, free-loating, 360° bumper shell and blade stop proximity sensor. ($3,449.00 MSRP)
All LawnBott models use $7 to $10 worth of electricity a year and because gas or oil is not required, it is eco-friendly with no pollution and zero emissions.  Every LawnBott model also comes equipped lithium ion batteries (not including the LB2110 which includes lead acid batteries), and a virtually no noise motor making it possible to program and mow your lawn at any time of day or night.  In addition, with the exception of the LB1200 Spyder, each model is equipped with an on-board alarm system should an unauthorized user try to pick up the LawnBott and standard a rain sensor allows LawnBott to cut during light rain but stops once it senses too much water and immediately returning to its docking station.
