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 “The Nectar Gem will revolutionize the way bird enthusiasts regard hummingbird feeders with its patent-pending design, convenience and ease of maintenance,” says Ken Hepp, CEO of Gardner Equipment Co., the manufacturer of Nectar Gem. “Some experts believe that hummingbirds can sense when nectar has spoiled so it is essential that feeders be kept clean and mold-free. Because mold can not live in the Nectar Gem, enthusiasts will appreciate that more hummingbirds are attracted to their yards and are receiving the vital nutrients and energy needed to support their metabolism.”
Nectar Gem is a complete hummingbird feeding system that when used in conjunction with the included nectar-mix containing the necessary vitamins and calcium will provide hummingbirds with more successful egg hatching. Bees, ants, and other pesty insects will be kept out of the feeder thanks to the patent-pending valve technology that allows only the hummingbird to access the nectar.   
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Hummingbirds will be drawn to Nectar Gem’s iridescence and will continue to return as a result of Nectar Gem’s patent-pending hummingbird-activated valve system that is equipped with a soft-feel feeding port and mimics the flower blossoms hummingbirds harvest in the wilderness. The 16-ounce Nectar Gem reservoir contracts as the bird feeds and continuously flows nectar effortlessly into the hummingbird’s mouth.  No other hummingbird feeder provides a constant stream without creating an air pocket like the Nectar Gem.   
According to the Hummingbird Society, “The most important consideration in choosing a feeder is your ability and personal willingness to keep it clean.” Maintaining a hummingbird feeder is vital due to the nectar mix’s tendency for fermentation which can lead to the growth of mold and a fatal tongue infection in hummingbirds.
