Interestingly, statistics show that a vast majority of these crimes start at a home’s point of entry, which is usually right at the front door. Also, these crimes usually occur during the day by thieves posing as solicitors who first knock on the front door when homeowners are away. Wouldn’t it be helpful to be able to see who is knocking on your front door, even when you weren’t home to see for yourself? Now you can with the New Brinno Digital Peephole (PHV-1330) by Secure View. 
The PHV-1330 by Secure View can easily replace the traditional peephole of any door to provide added security and privacy from unwanted visitors.  Running on two AA batteries, the PHV-1330 uses a 3-inch LCD Panel to display a panoramic digital view from behind your door, transforming a hard-to-see traditional peephole image into a bright digital image, making it easy-to-see for users of any height. Think of it as seeing your peephole in Hi-Definition without the “fish eye” distortion. 
The PHV-1330 is incredibly easy to install and the large LCD screen makes it convenient for children, the elderly or anyone with a visual or physical impairment to safely view their visitor before opening the door. By simply pushing a large button located right under the screen, users will see a clear image of who is at their front door. A second push of the same button creates a zoomed image, making it easy to see facial details, something that is literally impossible to do with a traditional peephole. The PHV-1330 also compensates for low light situations, making it possible for users to see a clear image of who is at their door, even when it’s dark outside.
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What makes the PHV-1330 so special, though, is that it comes equipped with a Micro SD slot allowing it to also function as a type of security camera as well as an enhanced peephole. Now, users have the option of being able to snap and store a photo of a visitor with a time and date stamp, even for times when they are away from home. This feature adds more security to the home, which is essential in trying to prevent burglary or home invasion. There is also an optional Knocking Door Sensor ($25.00 MSRP), which takes a photo automatically when someone knocks on the door and an optional Motion Active Sensor ($35.00 MSRP), which snaps a photo when motion is detected outside of the door. 
Best of all, because the PHV-1330 attaches to a peephole from inside the home, it is impossible to see from the outside, making it more effective than a traditional security camera, which is usually easily visible from outside of the home. This way, a visitor has no way of knowing that they are being “watched” or photographed. Even if burglary or home invasion isn’t a concern for a user, the PHV-1330 is also useful for less serious situations, like trying to figure out who it is that keeps playing ding-dong-ditch or disappearing packages that were left on the front door! The PHV-1330 also provides added privacy against reverse peephole viewers who might be trying to see inside a home or apartment.
